Blueberry Butter Tarts  

12 unbaked tart shells 

1 cup (250 ml) blueberries 

1 egg 

1 tsp. (5 ml) lemon juice 

1/3 cup (75 ml) brown sugar 

1 Tbsp. (15 ml) all purpose flour 

3 Tbsp. (45 ml) melted butter 

 

Preheat oven to 350°F. Divide 

the blueberries equally among 

the tart shells. In a four-cup 

measuring cup, whisk together 

the egg, corn syrup, lemon juice 

vanilla, brown sugar, flour, and 

melted butter. Pour evenly over 

the blueberries, filling each tart 

shell right to the top. Bake until 

the centres have risen and are 

slightly crusty on top. The edges 

should be bubbly and the pastry 

golden brown.
